***  INQUIRING KNITTERS WANT TO KNOW  *** 
     Lee T recently asked:  "What do I use to sew up the seams of my CHURCHMOUSE CLASSICS 
"Baby Blossom Sweater" made with TRENDSETTER "Blossom"?" 
     Kathy's answer:  For seaming "Blossom", a plush novelty yarn with slub accents, try using 
embroidery floss in the same shade.  This will not only make it easier, but practically 
invisible if you use mattress stitch for seaming... 
  
***  UPCOMING KNITTING CLASSES  *** 
     Our Building Blocks class series with instructor Karen McCullough continues on Tuesday, 
May 8, 2018, 10:00 am - 2:00 pm.  Each month, Karen introduces you to a new skill with a 
different block from Michelle Hunter's Building Blocks book. This month's pattern stitch is 
Make One, a method of increasing stitches with a smooth finish that does not leave a hole...
